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| ndependent Study 299 is offered to a student with a m ni num 3. 00
GPA who makes a particular request to study a subject with an
instructor. The instructor wll have particular expertise in a
subj ect area the student wishes to explore. This is not a class
or a course that is in WU at Parkersburg's published curricul um
it is customarily an advanced course that will take the student
beyond what is represented in the list of course offerings in a
particul ar discipline. The agreenment (contract) between the
instructor and the student articul ates, through a syllabus, the
subj ect area, a course description, |earning objectives,

requi renents, the evaluation process, and the tinme involved in the
i ndependent study. The contract nust be approved by the chairman
and the Dean of Academi c Affairs. The independent study is not
designed as a repetitive offering. A student may enroll for a
total of three (3) hours of independent study at the 200 level in
the first seventy (70) hours of his or her program

Speci al Topics 297 courses may be offered to students who have a
particular interest and need, or be initiated by an instructor who
may be interested in devel oping a new course and wi shes to offer
it on atrial basis. This course is not within the current
publ i shed curriculum The course may be offered two tinmes with
perm ssion of the division chair and the academ c dean. If the
course is to be offered a third tine, it nust be proposed to and
approved by the Curriculum Conmttee and nade a part of our
publ i shed course listings.

In addition to the criteria for 200-1evel independent study and
speci al topics courses, |ndependent Study 399 and Special Topics
397 courses may be offered for students at the junior and senior

| evel through the appropriate divisions, to support baccal aureate
prograns offered at WU Par kersburg. A student may enroll for a
total of six (6) hours of independent study at the 300 level in
his or her baccal aureate program
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| ndi vi dual i zed instruction and courses so naned should not be
confused with either independent study or special topics courses.

| ndi vi dual i zed courses are those courses within the WU at

Par kersburg curriculumthat may be offered by an instructor on an
i ndi vidual basis. These courses wll carry the same nunber as the
course when it is offered in a classroomsetting. For

i ndividualized instruction to be included in an instructor's 15-
hour | oad, the individualized section nmust enroll a sufficient
nunber of students to be rationalized as an adequately enrolled

cl ass.
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
