Applications are accepted year-round. Applications can be submitted to the Nursing and Health Sciences Office in Room 2322, faxed to 304-424-8211, or mailed to: 300 Campus Drive, Parkersburg, WV 26101.
1. The following requirements must be met to be considered for admission to the college and to the nursing program:
a. Complete a WVU Parkersburg admissions application and gain admission to the college.
b. Submit a high school transcript or GED.
c. Submit transcripts for any coursework completed at another college.

2. Admission Requirements for the nursing program:
a. High school graduate or equivalent (U.S. GED).
b. Demonstrate English proficiency.
c. Maintain a cumulative GPA of 2.0 or higher from high school and college coursework.
d. Successfully complete the HESI exam with a minimum score of 75. 
e. For LPN-RN applicants, hold an active and unencumbered LPN license. The HESI exam is not required.
f. Applicants who have earned an associate degree or higher are exempt from the HESI entrance exam.

3. Accepted students will receive documents from the Nursing and Health Sciences Division Office outlining the requirements for submitting a physical examination, immunizations and vaccines, background check, and drug screening.

4.  Applicants must carefully read and answer all questions truthfully on the background check. The Nursing and Health Sciences Division reserves the right to revoke a student’s admission based on the results of the required background check.

APPLICATION REVIEW PROCESS: The selection of applicants is an ongoing process, so early application is strongly encouraged. Enrollment in programs is limited. Due to space constraints, qualified applicants are ranked based on their HESI pre-nursing examination scores and cumulative GPA.
The highest-ranked applicants who meet the admission requirements by March 15 for fall admission and September 15 for spring admission will be admitted first. Remaining qualified applicants will be admitted on a first-come, first-served basis until the class is full. Applicants who are not admitted immediately will be placed on a waiting list, which will be dissolved on the first day of class. Given the competitive nature of the admission process, not all qualified applicants are guaranteed admission.
All applicants will receive an email to their WVU Parkersburg account notifying them of their acceptance or non-acceptance into the nursing program. It is the applicant's responsibility to update the application for any changes.

All admitted students are required to attend an all-day, mandatory orientation session before the start of the first semester as well as an all-day, mandatory technology orientation the week before the first semester begins. Students will be notified of these requirements in their acceptance letter. Failure to attend either of these mandatory sessions may result in nullification of your acceptance into the nursing program.

DRUG SCREENING 
Applicants must test negative for drug/alcohol screening. West Virginia University Parkersburg is a drug free community. To that end, students enrolled in all nursing and health science programs are required to submit to randomized, mandatory drug screening without notice. Failure to cooperate will result in administrative dismissal from the program. Students who test positive for alcohol, illegal usage of a controlled substance, or illicit drugs will be immediately suspended for a period of one year. Students who wish to return to the program after the suspension are required to meet with the dean of Nursing and Health Sciences. There is no guarantee that the student will be readmitted. Costs associated with the screenings will be the responsibility of the student. 
BACKGROUND CHECK 
All students entering the program should be aware that a criminal history check is required. Costs associated with the state and federal criminal history checks will be the responsibility of the student. 
ADMISSION TO THE NURSING PROGRAM 
Applicants to the Nursing program must be eligible to meet the requirements for licensure in the state of West Virginia as stated in the West Virginia Code. These conditions include: 
1. High School graduate or equivalent
2. Graduate of an accredited school of nursing.
3. The Board of Examiners for Registered Professional Nurses may deny testing to any applicant proved guilty of certain infractions as, but not limited to, fraud, felony, or moral misconduct. (See Chapter 30, Article 7, Section 11 of The West Virginia Code.)
Admission to the Nursing program by the Nursing and Health Sciences Division does not guarantee that the State of West Virginia will grant licensure. The decision to issue licensure is solely at the discretion of the West Virginia Board of Examiners for Registered Professional Nurses.
